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For XSL you may use MSXML - it is installed with IE 5 or higher and

available separately from Microsoft (http://www.microsoft.com/downloads/,

look for XML). Its SDK has many examples in JScript and C++ but there should
be no problems to translate code to Delphi, the code is very easy.
